Aim for a balance of green materials
(rich in nitrogen) and brown materials
(rich in_carbon) to create the ideal
environment for decomplositiun.

Mix your materials

Turn the.compost regularly to
aerate it, which.speeds up the decom-
position process. Ensure the compost
remains slightly moist, like 2 wrung-out
sponge. Over time, your pile will trans-
form into dark, crumbly compost, ready
to enrich your garden soil.
